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•	There is a diverse spectrum of chemical, biological, radiological and 
nuclear (CBRN) risks and incidents

•	Government bodies are each only mandated for a (small) part of the 
spectrum

•	CBRN risks cannot be addressed in isolation (neither institutionally nor 
geographically)

•	 In recognition of the cross-border implications of CBRN risks, 
governments have signed up to regional and international agreements 
with obligations to meet

•	Resources are limited…

EU-funded initiative to mitigate the risks related to CBRN materials. Launched in 2010 and jointly 
implemented by the European Union and the United Nations Interregional Crime and Justice Research 
Institute (UNICRI).

Creates a framework for coordination and cooperation at the national, regional and international level 
to enhance CBRN policies and capabilities.  The EU funds projects that address common regional priorities.

•	criminal 	 (e.g. theft, sabotage, illicit trafficking and terrorism)
•	accidental 	 (e.g. industrial / laboratory accidents, waste management, transport incidents)
•	natural 		 (e.g. infectious disease outbreaks, CBRN releases caused by natural hazards)
