Recent Achievements
Since 2021 implementation of 2 edi-
tions of the Master Programme 
(1 completed; 1 ongoing); 50 stu-
dents involved from 8 countries. 
The expansion of the Master Pro-
gramme is foreseen with the in-
volvement of countries from dif-
ferent regions, which will include 
the 1st edition for English speaking 
countries.
